The Commission is a statutory body
established by the Broadcasting and
Radio Re-Diffusion (Amendment) Act
of 1986.

February 2009: 3 Directives issued
March 2011: Notice of Breach issued to NNN,
requiring discontinuation of a
programme.
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Media Output Issues
Directives of February 6 & 20 2009

e Prohibit transmission of any recording, live
presentation, song or music video from any
genre which promotes, contains references to, or
IS otherwise suggestive of, ‘daggering’ or which

publicly displays, simulates or instructs about
explicit sexual activities or positions;




Media Output Issues
Directives of February 6 & 20 2009

e Prohibit transmission of any live or recorded
coverage of shows, dances or events which
iInclude the participation of children in activities
that publicly display or simulate sexual activities
or positions whether Iin street parades, stage
shows or at any other event intended for adults;
